Inclusionary Housing Bill in Jeopardy of Delay!

Dear Advocates:
Your rapid responses to RHIC’s many action alerts over the last months has been wonderful and has made a huge difference. We are in the midst of several campaigns, all of which are moving rapidly, and once again need your timely support.
The RHIC office has learned that the June 18th City Council session has been cancelled. This session is important in order to get the Inclusionary Housing bill to a final vote by July 16th and not risk it being put off until after the elections. The Council President can decide to put it back on the schedule if she wants. This bill has been two years in the making. It’s time for action! We need to hear from the President and our elected representatives where they stand on this critical issue for Baltimore City. We can, as a City, make a meaningful decision about how we are going to grow. Are we going to stop the practice of concentrating residents by income and start growing in a smart, healthy way? Inclusive Housing is about making sure that as new development happens in safe, clean neighborhoods, there will be a place for the parking lot attendant, the home health aide, the custodian, the school bus driver and the teacher. 

Please contact the City Council President, Stephanie Rawlings-Blake and ask whether she:

1. Is committed to making inclusive housing a reality for Baltimore City?

2. Will reschedule the June 18th Council session to take up this bill?

3. Will she commit to use the power of her office to get this bill to an up or down vote by July 16th?
