Legislative Agenda 

City Legislation

Pass a strong Inclusionary Housing bill at City Council, including a permanent and fully funded Affordable Housing Trust Fund.

Pass a strong, community-friendly alley-gating ordinance at City Council.

Prohibit landlords from dumping tenant belongings on the street after an eviction, require notice to tenants of eviction date, and allow tenants to reclaim belongings after eviction.

Strengthen tenant protection against landlord retaliation.

State Legislation

Create a new $100 million affordable housing investment fund for affordable housing and revitalization.

Reform ground rent policies to protect homeowners.

Authorize local governments to establish an inclusionary housing tax credit that would incentivize affordable housing at projects of 30 units or more.

Prevent abuses in the credit counseling industry by stopping the passage of for profit credit counseling legislation.

Fully fund Program Open Space.

Provide tax credits for property owners who reduce lead hazards, and provide funding for lead hazard reduction training among community residents and contractors. Strengthen laws enforcing lead paint standards and ensure non-compliant landlord assistance for relocation of tenants.
